All sales are final and there are no refunds whatsoever. Any refunds is up to the breeder‘s choice. Under no circumstances will this animal be sold, leased, or given away, to any person, pet shop, research laboratory, or similar facility. If the buyer decides for whatever reason that they no longer wish to own the animal, the animal will be returned to the breeder listed below unless otherwise agreed upon by both the breeder and buyer in writing before the animal is rehomed/sold/etc… The subject of this agreement is the below described puppy/dog.

The Breeder and Buyer agree as follows:
This puppy/dog is being purchased with:
· Limited Registration: The puppy/dog is a Siberian Husky and is being sold with limited rights. The puppy/dog shall not be bred at any time. 
· Spay/Neuter: This puppy/dog must be spayed/neutered to prevent temperament issues, accidental breeding, and even health issues such as pyometra, and cancer. This is a responsibility as a pet owner who is not intending to breed. Spay/neuter must take place after the dog turns a year old (minimum) as they need their hormones to grow and mature correctly. The best time to spay/neuter and our recommendation is between 18-24 months old. Males must be kept away from intact females until neutered, and females must be kept away from intact males during the whole duration of their heat cycles until spayed.  Initial if getting limited rights:______ 
· Unauthorized Breeding: The puppy/dog is being sold solely as a companion and breeding of the puppy/dog is expressly prohibited. If at any time the puppy/dog has produced any offspring, Buyer must return their puppy/dog to Breeder immediately along with paying Breeder $10,000.00 for the litter of offspring, and all of Breeder's warranties set forth in this contract will become null and void. Initial if getting limited rights:______
· Full Registration: The puppy/dog is a pure Siberian Husky and is being sold with full breeding rights on the puppy/dog. Breeder agrees to provide the buyer with Embark DNA results of both parents. The buyer is under no obligation to spay/neuter if the puppy/dog is bred responsibly and is at least 18 months of age prior to 1st litter. Should the breeder have any reason to believe this puppy/dog is being bred irresponsibly, the breeder has full authority to repossess the puppy/dog with no refund to the buyer. Buyer agrees to the following breeding requirements:
a. Get an Embark DNA health test done of the puppy/dog and be clear of genetic health diseases prior to breeding. 
b. Check Embark COI pairing between both breeding dogs and have a low COI. 
c. The dog must be in good healthy condition and weight prior to breeding.
d.  A female dog may not breed on her 1st heat cycle and may  only produce a maximum of 6 litters or less prior to spaying and retiring.
e.  A male dog must be a year old prior to breeding.  
f. Puppies produced must go home having been dewormed at 4, 6, & 8 weeks old, 1st puppy vaccine, vet checked by a licensed veterinarian and in good health prior to going to new homes. 
g. Require all pet homes to spay/neuter.
h. Have a contract in place stating that owners who can’t keep their puppy/dog must give it back to the breeder. 
i. All puppies must go to pet homes only. Breeder uses discretion when allowing full/breeding rights and must require all items listed above to the potential breeder and the potential breeder must require the items listed above as well. 
Initial if getting full rights:______
· Breeding Prospect: Seller acknowledges that the puppy/dog is being sold as a breeding prospect and represents that, at the time of sale, the puppy/dog shows promise of being worthy of being bred as an adult at the time of sale. Buyer acknowledges that due to changes which can occur as a dog matures, and the necessity of health clearances being obtained prior to breeding, Seller is not providing a guarantee that puppy/dog will be of breeding quality as an adult. If puppy/dog fails to pass any health clearances or is otherwise determined by Seller to be unsuitable for breeding, Buyer agrees not to breed the puppy/dog and to promptly have a Spay/Neuter completed on the puppy/dog (at Buyer's expense) and provide proof of Spay/Neuter to Seller immediately upon completion. Initial if getting full rights:______

· A NON-REFUNDABLE holding fee of $__________ shall be due and paid to Breeder upon execution of this agreement. The holding fee shall be applied to the final purchase price defined below. Buyer acknowledges that the holding fee is non-refundable in all circumstances. However, if a puppy/dog that meets buyers identified preferences is not available when it becomes buyers turn to pick a puppy/dog from the selected litter, buyer may elect to have the holding fee transferred to the next litter. Buyer may only move their deposit once before the deposit is forfeited.
· The seller does reserve the right to void this transaction with good cause shall we learn of any reason why the buyer might not be able to provide a suitable home for the puppy. 
· If the transaction is voided, or through some tragic accident if the puppy were to die or be seriously injured before it goes to its new home, then of course the holding fee would be returned.
· This puppy will be available for the buyer to pick up when the puppy turns 8 weeks old unless otherwise stated by the buyer as sometimes it may be best for a puppy or litter to stay a little longer. 
· If the buyer is not able to pick the puppy up on the agreed upon date, we will be happy to continue caring for the puppy for a reasonable time -limited to one week unless otherwise arranged; but we will add a charge of $10.00 per day for boarding. This is to ensure that the puppy is able to bond with its new family as soon as possible and to prevent us from getting too attached.
· The full purchase price of $___________ is agreed with the balance due in full by the time the puppy/dog is picked up or prior to pick up. Any shipping/transportation expenses are the responsibility of and shall be paid by the buyer. All payments due under this agreement shall be made in US Dollars and paid to the breeder via Cash, Venmo, or Good Dog.

Breeder's Obligations: Breeder represents and warrants the following:
· Breeder is the lawful owner of the puppy/dog and has the right to transfer ownership of the puppy/dog to the buyer. Ownership of the puppy/dog will be transferred to the buyer upon buyer's payment of the full purchase price.
72 Hour Health Guarantee
· This puppy/dog is guaranteed to be of sound health upon purchase/pick-up. It is guaranteed for a period of 72 hours from the purchase/pick-up date, in which time the buyer should have the puppy/dog seen by a licensed veterinarian; 72 hours are presumed sufficient for any health issue to show and be determined by BUYER.
· The puppy will come with a vaccine record. Breeder also guarantees the puppy/dog to be free from external parasites (fleas, ear mites, fungus, etc.).
· The puppy/dog was previously examined by a licensed veterinarian and was found to be in good health at that time and has had the immunizations enumerated in the health records provided to the buyer.
· Buyer, at its own expense, must have the puppy/dog examined by a licensed veterinarian within 72 hours of receiving the puppy/dog for the guarantee in this section to be valid.
· If, within the examination period, a licensed veterinarian finds the puppy/dog to be unhealthy or unfit for sale, the puppy/dog may be returned to the breeder for a full refund of the purchase price minus the deposit fee.
· The veterinarian must provide a written statement deeming the puppy/dog "unfit for purchase", which must be sent to the breeder within 48 hours of the veterinary examination before a refund is given.
· The foregoing guarantee expressly excludes: any health issues caused by buyer's ill-treatment, abuse or neglect, any health issues that result from the puppy/dog's transportation from breeder to buyer, and all minor illnesses and health issues, including upper respiratory infections, allergic reactions, stress colitis/diarrhea, internal or external parasites or contagious viruses including canine parvovirus, UTIs, vaginitis or umbilical hernias, kink tail, worms, coccidia, giardia, heartworm, fleas, ticks, or any other internal or external parasite that they can easily be pick up anywhere. 
· The dog/puppy is in good healthy condition with a recent vet exam prior to leaving my care. Buyer is responsible for examining the puppy prior to leaving Seller’s care and see’s that the puppy is in good healthy condition. 
· Please be aware that stress from moving to a new home, leaving littermates, change in diet, smell,  and even water can trigger certain conditions. Parasites are common in puppies and are part of their early development. Some parasites (including hookworms, roundworms, tapeworms, and whipworms) are harder to get rid of than others. Deworming is a process that we have started to protect your puppy from parasites. You must continue this process and start your puppy/dog on flea/tick/heartworm preventatives.
· Due to many factors involved in the rearing and caring for this puppy that are beyond the control of the breeder, there are NO guarantees on temperament or size.

2-Year Genetic Health Guarantee
· Breeder provides a 2-year genetic health guarantee against hips and eyes (Hip Dysplasia and Cataracts). 2-year genetic health guarantee does not cover any other genetic or congenital defects. 
· The buyer should take great care in bringing up the puppy/dog.
· If the puppy/dog was sold with  full rights and is bred before 18 months of age, then the guarantee is null and void.
· Any condition that is minor or correctable is not covered by the health guarantee; and no condition which could go away or is a condition which a puppy/dog will likely grow out of is NOT covered such as umbilical hernias, cryptorchidism, heart murmurs, pan osteitis, etc.
· Breeder does not guarantee a certain height, weight, eye color or coat color that the puppy/dog will grow into.
· Breeder will not replace the puppy/dog or contribute to the payment of medical bills due to cosmetic/minor defects such as non-erect ears, missing tooth (teeth), incorrect bite, umbilical hernia, tail kinks/curves, eye scratches, coat length or eye color etc...
· In the event the MALE puppy/dogs' testicles do NOT drop please do not fix the puppy/dog until the age of 2 years old. Some puppies take longer. It is common to take up to a year and sometimes, although rare, 2 years of age. Do NOT breed the dog if testicles do not drop.
· If there is an eye defect, the diagnosis must be confirmed by a letter to the breeder or breeder's veterinarian from a Board-Certified Ophthalmologist.
· Seizures can be labeled as a genetic condition. At this time, we do not have a DNA test out there to determine if dogs can pass it down. However, we do not cover this as it is not always a genetic factor and can be misdiagnosed. Many oral and topical flea/tick medications or even some treats and dog foods  can contribute to seizures along with zinc deficiency, vaccines, toxic foods, essential oils, juvenile epilepsy, etc.

Puppy Health
· All our puppies have been vaccinated against Parvovirus, Parainfluenza, Hepatitis and Distemper. Also, our puppies have been on a preventative deworming schedule for de-worming at 4,6 & 8 weeks of age and every 2 weeks following if they are still in our care. However, puppies can pick up parasites (roundworm, hookworm, whipworm, tapeworm, fleas, lice, mites, ticks etc.) anywhere and should be taken to a vet and put on a monthly medication to prevent parasites from happening. This is the responsibility of the new owner to do this as soon as he or she leaves our kennel.
· Our puppies receive all age-appropriate vaccinations and several dosages of preventative deworming prior to leaving. Generally, our puppies go to their forever homes at 8 weeks and do still need a few more vaccinations before they are fully vaccinated. We recommend using extreme caution taking our babies out since they are still vulnerable to diseases such as Parvo etc. We also recommend continuing a preventative deworming schedule until your vet says differently.
· We strive to produce healthy well socialized babies and will stand behind our offspring. We do our absolute best to provide you with a new family member for you to enjoy for many years.

Returns/Refunds
· If it is determined by a licensed veterinarian that the puppy/dog was "unfit for purchase" or has a genetic disorder that is identified within the guarantee and guarantee periods described above, the buyer may return the puppy/dog and receive a replacement puppy/dog from the next available litter of equal or better value and may choose a pup after those with deposits already on that litter, return the puppy/dog and receive reimbursement of the original purchase price minus the deposit fee, or keep the puppy/dog and receive reimbursement for any veterinary expenses related to the illness (provided that such reimbursements will not exceed the purchase price amount minus the deposit fee). Should the puppy/dog be returned or exchanged according to the terms of this section, buyer shall be responsible for any and all transportation expenses, veterinarian charges, crate fees, air freight charges, and transport fees.
· No other warranties or guarantees, expressed or implied, are made by breeder, and the puppy/dog is sold and delivered in an "as is" condition, except as expressly and specifically set forth herein.

Buyers Obligations: Buyer agrees to the following:
· Buyer’s with social media accounts will like and follow our Facebook and Instagram page: Kristie’s Husky Haven.
· Buyer is required to send an update every month for the first year then every 6 months concerning the puppy/dog. These updates should include recent photos of the puppy/dog, health/temperament, and general update of the puppy/dog.
· Buyer’s with social media accounts will post pictures on our Facebook page on our “Puppy Update” posts we make periodically,  and/or tag us in Instagram pictures/videos at least every 6 months. 
· Buyer will provide good and proper care of the puppy/dog. Such care includes providing adequate housing and protection from the elements, a safe (preferably fenced) exercise area, and proper and sufficient nutrition.
· Buyer agrees to provide monthly heartworm and flea/tick medication as directed by the veterinarian.
· Buyer will provide proper veterinary care throughout the puppy/dog's lifetime, including but not limited to, routine vaccinations and/or titers to maintain the puppy/dog's immunity to common canine diseases.
· Buyer acknowledges that the Pomsky breed has a double coat and can be sensitive to heat and susceptible to skin cancer if clipped/shaved and agrees to never clip or shave the husky puppy/dog.
· Do NOT take your puppy/dog to parks, pet stores or other public places until they are at least 4 months of age, and ALL vaccinations are completed.
· Do NOT let your puppy/dog around any other animals outside of your home until all vaccinations are completed.
· Proper nutrition to support ideal growth and maintain optimum body condition. Buyer will not overfeed the puppy/dog nor allow it to become overweight.
· This puppy/dog has been fed PawTree for adults and puppies. Breeder extends our 2 year genetic health guarantee to 3 years to buyers who keeps their puppy on PawTree using the breeder’s link. Breeder advises purchasing PawTree or a quality dog food with real meats instead of by-products as the first, or main ingredient. The puppy/dog should always have access to water, more so in high temperatures (kiddie pools are great).
· Proper daily exercise to maintain the puppy/dog in good condition, but no forced exercise (such as jogging) until the puppy/dog is full grown or the activity is approved by a licensed veterinarian.
· Avoidance of stress injuries, such as not allowing the puppy/dog to jump from or over heights taller than itself at the shoulder until the puppy/dog is full grown or the activity is approved by a licensed veterinarian. 
· If for any reason we believe the puppy/dog is no longer being cared for like it should, we have the right to repossess the puppy/dog at buyers' expense.
· If, at any time, buyer is unable to keep or care for the puppy/dog at breeders' sole election, the puppy/dog must be returned to breeder together with duly executed documentation transferring buyer's ownership interest in the puppy/dog to breeder or rehomed by buyer with breeder's prior written approval, in each case without any refunds or payments due to buyer.
· If, following receipt, breeder decides to rehome the puppy/dog, breeder may elect to refund buyer a portion of the original purchase price after deducting applicable maintenance, training, veterinary and other costs. Such refund amount shall be determined by breeder in its sole discretion. Buyer acknowledges that the refund amount may be significantly less than the puppy/dog's original purchase price depending upon the age, training, and condition of the puppy/dog. This is a case by case situation as previously stated at the top, all sales are final and there is no-refund. 
· Buyer is only to re-home with breeder's written permission and right of first refusal.
· Anyone returning a puppy/dog will do so at his/her own expense unless otherwise worked out with the breeder.
· If the puppy/dog is sold, given away, without breeder's approval, the buyer will be responsible for any costs incurred in the recovery of said puppy/dog, and be charged a penalty fee of $2,000.00 on top of said costs. Should the court system be involved the buyer will be responsible for all  court and lawyer fees as well.

· If the puppy/dog is for sale by BUYER without first notifying breeder of the intent to rehome the puppy/dog, breeder may elect to repossess the puppy/dog and Buyer forfeits all rights to puppy/dog with no refund.
· Buyer further agrees that the puppy/dog will not be sold to anyone residing outside of the United States without breeder's prior written approval.
· Buyer’s breach of any of the foregoing obligations shall also result in the  breeder's warranties set forth in this agreement being null and void.
· Buyer agrees not to sell or give puppy/dog to any retail company, establishment, or animal shelter.
· If BUYER is found to be in breach of the Returns/Refunds Policy,  BUYER must pay to BREEDER $2,000.00 on top of any other penalty fees incurred from any of the items listed in the Returns/Refunds Policy section.
· If BUYER is found to be in breach of the contract BUYER must pay to BREEDER $2,000.00 on top of any other penalty fees incurred from any of the items listed in the contract.
· Buyer agrees to maintain contact with Breeder regarding the puppy/dog at least twice each calendar year, and to reply as promptly as possible to inquiries about the puppy/dog from Breeder; inform Breeder of any major change in the health of the puppy/dog throughout the puppy/dog's life, including, but not limited to, cancer, epilepsy, heart, eye or hearing conditions, allergies, bleeding disorders or autoimmune disease, and behavior problems particularly fear, anxiety, or aggression etc..
· Buyer will, upon the natural or accidental death of the puppy/dog, promptly notify Breeder of the particulars of the animal's death.
· If a dispute arises out of or relates to this Agreement, or the alleged breach thereof, and if the dispute is not settled through negotiation, the parties agree first to try in good faith to settle the dispute by mediation before resorting to arbitration, litigation, or some other dispute resolution procedure. The process shall be confidential based on terms acceptable to the mediator and/or mediation service provider.
· Buyer agrees that Breeder may use the photos in any future advertising. The photos you send may be used on our website to give other buyers an idea of what we produce. We are proud of all our puppies!
· Buyer agrees that pictures of the puppy/dog may be used from the buyer's social media accounts.

This is the entire agreement, and it is binding.
· Disputes will be resolved by binding arbitration in Sanbornton, New Hampshire, or current place of residency of the Seller. reasonable attorney fees to be paid by the prevailing party. Changes to this contract must be in writing and signed by both parties. Each party has read it, understands it, and agrees to abide by the terms in this contract. This contract is legal and binding to all parties involved. It applies ONLY to the buyer and breeder in this original transaction and is NOT transferable to other parties unless otherwise discussed with the breeder and put in writing.

· This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties regarding the subject matter herein and supersedes all prior or contemporaneous agreements, negotiations, discussions, and understandings, written or oral, between the parties with respect to such subject matter. If any provision of this Agreement is determined to be illegal or unenforceable, that provision will be limited or eliminated to the minimum extent necessary so that this Agreement shall otherwise remain in full force and effect and enforceable.
· This Agreement may be executed in any number of counterparts and such counterparts together shall constitute the same instrument.
